                                                 End of Fiscal Year Financial Update 
      At the end of our fiscal year expenses exceeded income by $2,200.  (UUFSLOC has a fiscal year be-
ginning July1 and ending June 30 of the following year.  This makes our fiscal year congruent with fiscal 
year of the UUA which makes it easier to align our financial reports with theirs. 
     The table below summarizes both income and expense for the year and shows how each line item 
compared to the budget.  It also provides, in the far right-hand column an indication of the importance 
of each of the rows in the table, expressed as a percentage of the total budget. 
Income overview:  Three line items differed significantly from the budgeted amounts:  Pledge Income 
which was $15,500 less than budget, Donations, which were $8,400 more than budget and Goods and 
Services Sales, which were $2,700 less than budget. 
     Since Pledge Income is, at 76%, the largest component by far or our income budget, a comprehen-
sive analysis of that income source is planned. 
Expense Overview: 
All but one of our expense items was under budget, and the one that was over, Personnel Expenses, 
was over budget by less than 1%.  The Personnel line item includes the money spent for the Interim 
Minister hiring process, which was not in the budget.
