As of the end of April, Income and Expense were
almost equali t hat 6 s g dotdothnneome
and expense were more than 6% below budget,
and income from pledges is almost 10% below
budget.

This pledge income shortfall has been covered by
an increase in special donations, and by controlling
expenses. We all appreciate the generosity of the
donors who have contributed more than their
pledge and the hard work by staff and committees
to control expenses.

But financing the Fellowship this way has adverse
impacts: Our programs and our facilities lack some
of the richness that would be possible if pledges
were at their budgeted level.

CLEAN WATER CRISIS AND UPDATE
By Priscilla Akin, UULM Liaison

THE PROBLEM: Water quality is poor in many
ofCali forniabds agricultu
man and aquatic health as well as the health of the
agriculture industry. In Central Coastal California,
all of the drinking water is contaminated with most
of the contamination coming from agriculture run-
off. This is polluting our ground water, and 90% of
our drinking water comes from ground water
sources. In some central valley communities there
is no clean drinking water available. These disad-

vantaged communities cannot afford the expense of
drilling new wells or treating their drinking water, and
residents must purchase bottled water, also expen-
sive.

In addition, surface waters of streams, rivers and
lakes and eventually the ocean are all impacted by
the agriculture runoff. This is detrimental to people,
riparian areas and wildlife.

THE SOURCE: The agricultural contamination comes
from high levels of nitrates from fertilizer and toxicity
from pesticides which leach into the ground and con-
taminate the aquifers. Nitrates are implicated in cases
of fiblue baby syndr ome"

birth defects, diabetes, miscarriages and other disor-
ders. The EPA (Environmental Protection Agency) is
reconsidering nitrate safe levels. The pollution prob-
lem is worst in the Salinas and Santa Maria valleys.

THE PROPOSED SOLUTION: The California Re-
gional Water Quality Control Board, Central Coast
Region, is addressing these problems with an up-
dated Irrigatated Agriculture Order.  The previous
order from 2004 has expired and an updated order is
now proposed. On May 12", 2010 the Regional Water
Board Central California staff held a public hearing
in San Luis Obispo to present the preliminary updated
order with proposed changes, to take public com-
ments and any alternative recommendations.

The morning session was devoted to speakers pre-
senting the pollution problems and progress to date
from the 2004 version. For example, monitoring stud-
ies over the last five years show that levels of pollu-
tion in Santa Barbara have been reduced, but levels
in Salinas and Santa Maria (major agricultural val-
leys) have become worse. The boar dés

posals require individual monitoring of agriculture
sites and include protection for riparian habitats as
well as for human drinking water. In the afternoon, the
public was given time to make comments. Numerous
representatives of the agriculture community, com-
mercial nursery owners, large agriculture business
representatives, shippers, attorneys, scientists, envi-
ronmental representatives and justice advocates all
spoke. Many of the comments were in opposition to
the proposed orders, but there were some in favor.
Some of the people from the communities without any
clean drinking water spoke, often in Spanish.

The Environmental Justice Coalition for Water
was represented at the hearing by Debbie
Davis, policy director and Dipti Bhatna-
gar, Northern California program direc-
tor. Accompanying them were a number of resi-
dents of areas without any clean drinking water.
The Unitarian Universalist Legislative Ministry
supports their efforts and the Regional Water
Boarddés efforts to pr
for all Californians. | attended the hearing and
was proud to be part of the UULM and environ-
mental justice coalition representation. | could
not help but notice the irony here--many of the
Spanish speaking pakidipyants irequedting clean
water to drink in their communities are the same
people who labor as workers on the farms that
pollute the ground and surface water with agri-
cultural runoff.
